
After lobbying for it to come our way the Metropolitan Transit Development Board (MTDB) designated 
El Cajon Boulevard as the route for its Showcase demonstration project.  Narrowed from a field of five
alternatives the designated route will connect San Diego State University with downtown via the 
Boulevard and Park Boulevard.  

The plan is to provide frequent bus service at special stops along the route, and to speed up service by 
loading and unloading passengers faster.  This will include using buses with more doors, and by 
jumping ahead of other traffic at signalized intersections.  Citizens Advisory Committee meetings are 
currently being held at the Boulevard office.

While generally supportive, the Association 
has gone on record with several concerns.  
The initial proposal recommends using a full 
traffic lane for buses only, something that the
Board fears will increase automobile 
congestion and make it harder to get to 
adjacent businesses.  

Also, the Board has advocated protecting 
current parking, some of which could be 
threatened by the transit project.  The parking 
management district is working to increase 
the amount of available parking, and agrees 
that the transit project should assist with 
parking solutions, not create them.

Fast Buses Are Approaching

After several years of planning, a citizens advisory committee has approved the final design for 
improvements on both bridge decks over the Route 15 freeway at El Cajon Boulevard and University 
Avenue.  The Boulevard deck will provide a shelter and kiosk, and will also have ornamental and 
artistic features including night lighting, location maps, decorative tile, and see-through panels along 
the freeway edge to reduce noise.  Construction is expected to begin in early 2004.
